For those we will 
supply the batting and backing, but we will need for someone to 
bring thread and needles  suitable for tying. These completed tops 
also offer an opportunity for you to try out some machine quilting. 
An even -feed foot on your machine, if you have one, is 
recommended for straight line quilting; or a free motion foot if 
that type of machine quilting is your preference. Alternatively, you 
may choose to work on a baby quilt for the cause using your own 
fabric and pattern , which is fine also. A s always, we welcome 
donations of 100% cotton fabric, including flannel, in colors and 
designs appropriate for infants.  
 So bring your machines and basic sewing supplies, thread and 
needles suitable for tying quilts, and extra fabric if you have any 
to don ate, but especially bring your willing hands and your 
enthusiasm for getting a bunch of quilts finished for this 
worthwhile cause. We hope to see you there!
